ABSTRACT: This keynote lecture presents key findings from the forthcoming comparative volume “The Public in the Private:
Planning Public Space in the Vertical City”, which examines how contemporary planning systems integrate housing provision,
mixed-use development, and public facilities within dense urban environments. Drawing on case studies from London, Munich,
Zurich, Brussels, Istanbul, Tel Aviv, Toronto, S30 Paulo, Tokyo, Seoul, and Adelaide, the lecture explores how cities
accommodate growth through vertical intensification while simultaneously delivering essential public services. Particular
attention will be given to the spatial and physical implications of densification, including podium-and-tower configurations,
vertical functional layering, integrated childcare and educational facilities, and elevated public spaces. These design strategies
are examined alongside planning instruments such as density bonuses, negotiated developer obligations, and land-value
capture mechanisms that enable the provision of public functions within private developments. In light of rapidly increasing
housing costs in major urban centres — including Belgrade - the lecture offers a timely comparative perspective on how
compact growth can support housing supply while maintaining urban liveability. The presentation is intended especially for
architects, urban planners, and engineers, and will emphasize the relationship between regulatory frameworks, building form,
and the evolving role of mixed-use development in shaping the contemporary dense city.
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
